Problem Check Common Questions and Answers
Q: What if Steven Spielberg’s accountant signed his check, and the same signature is on the previous three contributions we have received from him? Can we take it then?

A: No, Steve Spielberg still has to sign a new form verifying that this particular contribution is drawn from his personal funds

Q: What if a check has a questionable signature, but we have an old signature form that the donor has signed verifying a previous contribution with the same signature. Will that suffice?

A: Yes, as long as it verifies that it is indeed his signature on the check, and he/she has signed a form previously. Just make a copy of the old signature form copy, and attach it to the transmittal.

Q: If a donor writes the name of a non-Member in the memo line of a check, is this considered “earmarked?”

A: Not necessarily. However, Jackie will ask who that person is, so you should make a note in the “Notes” section of the transmittal as to who that person is (host, raiser, etc)
