Overview:

Texas and Florida are the most important states in the region as they generate the most money for team South.  That said, it has become increasingly difficult to fundraise in Florida because of Debbie Wasserman Schultz’s new role as DNC Chairwoman. The DNC announced that Chairwoman Debbie Wasserman Schultz will serve in her role at the DNC for the 2014 cycle as well. In previous cycles, she was responsible for most of our fundraising in Florida.  As a result of her new position, much of this money has stopped coming in.  Chairman Israel is very focused on reversing this trend in Florida and is actively looking for creative ways to generate new money, new events and new raisers.  Congressman Deutch is a valuable member that can be used to fill this void. At the end of the 2012 cycle, we have gained many new members in Florida and there will be many new ways to approach the South Florida and Orlando-area donor bases. This should be a priority for you.  
Texas has been our most successful state this cycle.  We have a number of great raisers throughout the state; specifically in Austin, Houston and Dallas. Most of our Texas money comes from the trial attorney community. Texas is also where our most helpful Members of Congress reside.

Beyond Texas and Florida, the majority of the money raised for the Committee is brought in directly through a specific member.  Members tend to have the relationships to raise money in these states that do not typically have a large number of Democratic donors.  The greatest challenge in the Southern region is the large number of Republican states.  Leader Pelosi, who does most of our travel for events in Texas and Florida, travels less frequently to other states in the region as she is not always the most lucrative draw.  Typically she will only travel to these other, more republican states, to do DCCC fundraisers if she is asked directly by a Member of Congress, or if she is going to the city for another reason and we tack on a fundraising component to the trip.  
Often when Leader Pelosi or other Members of Congress travel to the Southern region for a DCCC event or official business, we will work to set up prospect and donor meetings for them while they are there.  These meetings, specifically with prospects, are especially important this cycle since.  This is the case as we have seen a decrease in average money raised through events around the country now that we are in the minority.  Scheduling meetings is a great way to tack on extra money on a swing, find new donors and turn DCCC givers into DCCC raisers.  
2011 Events:

[Quarter 1]
February 19, 2011

Laredo Reception hosted by Congressman Henry Cuellar

Raised: Approximately $90,000

This event was a reception with Leader Pelosi hosted by Congressman Henry Cuellar.  This is an annual event that is done with Leader Pelosi on the same weekend as the Laredo George Washington Birthday Celebration.  Normally, this event takes place the day before (Friday), but because of votes, this year’s event had to be moved at the last minute to the following day, February 19th.   Because of this last minute change – Congressman Cuellar was unable to raise quite as much as has in years past. There were approximately 40 people that attended the reception.  Ticket prices were $1,000/person, $5,000/person, $10,000/person and $30,400/person.  Congressman Cuellar was responsible for raising all contributions for this event.  Cuellar also has the capacity to raise quite a bit of money from the PAC community.  He will raise a few PAC checks for this event. 

If this reception had occurred as planned, there would have been a small VIP reception with about 20 attendees followed by a larger general reception in a separate room with approximately 60 attendees.  It is likely that the 2012 Laredo event will mimic this format.  Raise goal for this event in 2012 should be $100K. 

February 19, 2011

San Antonio Luncheon hosted by Congressman Charlie Gonzalez

Raised: Approximately $75,000
This event was a lunch with Leader Pelosi hosted by Congressman Gonzalez at Mi Tierra Restaurant in San Antonio.  This is an annual event that is tacked onto the same weekend as Leader Pelosi’s trip to Laredo.  Congressman Gonzalez is usually slow to commit to doing this event, and fundraising for this event is much more challenging than Laredo.  Leo, Congressman Gonzalez’s COS is great, but can be a little slow to respond / get the ball rolling.  This event will take more leg work on your end than Laredo.  Team south will need to call through lists a few times, think creatively about prospecting, etc.  That being said, Congressman Gonzalez is responsible for raising the majority of contributions for this event.  Ticket prices were $1,000/person, $2,500/person, $5,000/person, $10,000/person and $30,400/person.  Just over twenty people attend this lunch.  Gonzalez also has the capacity to raise quite a bit of money from the PAC community.  He will raise a few PAC checks for this event. 

February 23, 2011

Boca Raton Reception hosted by Congressman Ted Deutch

Raised: $140,000

This was a reception with Leader Pelosi at the home of Carol and Irving Smokler, who joined the DCCC’s Speaker’s Cabinet at this event.  This was the first event Congressman Deutch hosted for the DCCC.  Deutch is a great fundraiser but does not like to overpromise and takes some encouraging to get rolling on events.  That said, he started with a goal of $75K - $100K and ended up with $140K raised, which was outstanding.  He is our key to raising in Florida without Debbie Wasserman Schultz.  Both Nancy Pelosi and Chairman Israel attended this event in Boca Raton.  Ticket prices were $2,500/person, $5,000/person, $10,000/person and $30,800/couple.  There were approximately 25 people at the reception.  

Congressman Deutch has great staff: Josh Rogin, his COS and Felicia Goldstein, fundraiser.  They are both great to work with.  Felicia is based out of Congressman Deutch’s district in Florida.

February 25, 2011

Puerto Rico Reception hosted by Congressman Pedro Pierluisi

Raised: $50,000

This was a reception with Chairman Israel in Puerto Rico hosted by Congressman Pedro Pierluisi.  This was a smaller high-dollar reception at the Congressman’s apartment that brought in $50K for the DCCC.  Because these were all close friends and supporters of Congressman Pierluisi, there was no invite or price points.  

March 4, 2011

Dallas Breakfast hosted by Marc Stanley

*This was a thank you breakfast

Marc Stanley is our biggest raiser in Dallas and a very loyal friend of Leader Pelosi.  He thought it was too early to do a big Dallas fundraiser for the DCCC, so suggested that Leader Pelosi do a thank you event instead.  This event was initially scheduled as a dinner on March 3rd, but due to votes and Leader Pelosi’s schedule, we had to move the event to the next morning.  As a result of that schedule change, Marc was not able to attend the breakfast because of shoulder surgery he had scheduled.  Breakfast attendees included Leader Pelosi, Lisa Kraus, Dick Sayles & Veronica Roth, Sarah Clark and Brent Rosenthal.  
March 25, 2011

Houston Dinner hosted by Amber and Steve Mostyn

Raised: $180,000
Amber and Steve Mostyn are close, loyal friends of Leader Pelosi and are our biggest raisers in Houston.  This was an annual dinner with Leader Pelosi hosted by Amber and Steve at their home.  In the past few cycles, they have hosted at least one, sometimes two events a year at their home in Houston.  Steve Mostyn raises most of the money for these events, but you should not leave everything up to him.  There is a lot of money in Houston, so you should go about raising like you would in a city without a good raiser/host.  That said, Steve usually comes through at the very end with some big commitments that will bump up the numbers significantly.  Most of these folks are the usual suspects – so if you look back at previous spreadsheets – it’s fairly easy to assume who he will raise from for the event.  Price points for the event were $1,000/person, $2,500/per person, $5,000/couple, $10,000/couple and $30,800/couple.  Steve and Amber usually both contribute max-out checks for their event, so that is something to ask for and factor in to your plan. 
Note that Steve and Dave Matthiesen are not on great terms – Dave will likely not attend Steve’s event and vice versa.  

[Quarter 2]
April 18, 2011

Orlando Reception hosted by Congresswomen Corrine Brown and Kathy Castor

Raised: $50,000

This was a DCCC reception hosted by Congresswomen Brown and Castor.  In years past, this trip to Orlando with Leader Pelosi consisted of a reception hosted by Corrine Brown in addition to a separate lunch hosted by Kathy Castor.  They requested to combine events this year because they were having issues raising for the event.  Price points for the event were $1,000/person, $5,000/person, $10,000/couple and $30,800/couple.  There were approximately 30 attendees.  This event was one of the biggest indications that our fundraising and member involvement in Florida is struggling.  In years past, these two events combined would raise at about $250K.  This year’s event got to about $50K and it was like pulling teeth.  I am not sure I would trust Castor or Brown’s staff to put together a successful fundraiser in 2012, though you should certainly keep it on the table.  Castor has the capacity to raise some PAC checks from Florida.  In past years, she has raised quite a big of PAC money through her event.

June 24, 2011

Washington, DC Breakfast hosted by Norman Estes

Raised: $90,000

This was a DCCC breakfast in Washington, DC hosted by Norman Estes.  Norman usually commits to raising about $150K - $200K for the DCCC each year.  This commitment is generally secured through a one-on-one meeting with Leader Pelosi and Norman at the beginning of the year.  He fulfills this commitment by hosting a few events in Washington, DC or California.   This was the fist event he hosted in 2011.  There were approximately 20 attendees and no specific price points.  This event is very easy because Norman and his political director, Brandon, do all of the raising.  Much of the money raised through this event is from the PAC community.  Although there are definitely some large personal checks that can be raised from their network, including Norman.

[Quarter 3]
July 9, 2011

NYC Reception hosted by Members of AAJ
Raised: $300,000

This is an annual DCCC event that is hosted by members of the trial attorney community. Linda Lipson, who is CEO of the American Association for Justice, usually organizes the event around AAJ’s annual conferences.  For this reason, the location varies and money comes in from around the country.  This is another event that is easy for team South as Linda and AAJ’s executive board does all of the fundraising.  You will work with Jillian Cooney, who works directly for Linda Lipson.  Jillian is great to work with and will be your contact throughout the planning and execution of the event. Jillian.cooney@justice.org or (202) 944-2821.
August 6, 2011

Houston Women’s Iftar Dinner hosted by Dr. Uzma Iqbal

Raised: $30,000

This was a first time event with a new raiser for the DCCC.  Leader Pelosi was the surrogate.  Uzma was brought to the DCCC by Mustafa Tameez, who is the lead fundraiser of Muslim money for the DCCC.  They both reside in Houston.  Uzma is fabulous to work with and is the ability to become a larger fundraiser for the DCCC.  Price points for this women’s dinner were $1,500/person and $2,000/person.  There were approximately 30 women in attendance.  This event was held in conjunction with another Iftar dinner the following night.  That event was hosted by Mustafa Tameez and organized by the Mid-West team, who handles Muslim money.  The $2,000 price for the women’s dinner also granted access to the larger Iftar dinner the following night.  Uzma should host another event in 2012, but Mustafa Tameez will need to be looped into the process.  Mustafa will likely request to tack on a larger dinner with the Muslim community during Leader Pelosi’s trip to Houston.

August 8, 2011

Houston Dinner hosted by Dave Matthiesen

Raised: $40,000

This was a small dinner with Leader Pelosi in Houston.  Dave Matthiesen was involved with the DCCC as a host and raiser in 2005-2008, but did not do anything for us in 2009 or 2010.  After setting up a meeting with Dave and Leader Pelosi earlier in the year, Dave agreed to host a small event for the DCCC.  This event was great because most attendees were those that we do not get in through Steve Mostyn’s annual event.  Steve and Dave do not get along – so this gave us access to a pocket of money we were missing in the 2009-2010 cycle.  Dave has the capacity to become a larger raiser than he thinks.  He needs coaching throughout the process, but has the contacts to get it done.  He should definitely host this event again in 2012, although I would recommend not doing it during the same swing as Steve Mostyn’s event.  Leader Pelosi goes to Houston quite frequently because of her family, so there will likely be several chances to have this event.

August 10, 2011

Dallas Lunch and Reception hosted by Congresswoman Eddie Bernice Johnson

Raised: $65,000

This was a DCCC lunch and reception, both hosted by Congresswoman Johnson in Dallas.  Initially, EBJ planned a women’s reception that was to be held at the home of Haryette Ehrhardt.  The women’s event turned into a large general reception with about 200 people that only raised about $20,000. To supplement this event, EBJ threw together a small lunch on the same day in Dallas.  Together, these events raised approximately $65K.  EBJ does have the capacity to raise from Dallas, her staff just needs to be reigned in and watched closely so events don’t spiral out of control.
August 10, 2011

Dallas Dinner hosted by Marc Stanley

Raised: $190,000
This was an annual Dallas dinner with Leader Pelosi hosted by Marc and Wendy Stanley.  This event is pretty similar to the Houston event hosted by Steve Mostyn.  Marc will do a lot of the fundraising, but you still need to be very involved, call through lists, send NP emails, etc.  Most of the money raised for this event is from the trial attorney community.  Price points for this event were $5,000/person, $10,000/couple, $25,000/couple and $30,800/couple.  There were about 35 attendees at this event.  Marc expressed interest in doing his next event during Q1 of 2012 – you should encourage him to do this as it will be important for us to get the Dallas money early before the DNC snags most of it.  

[Quarter 4]
October 15, 2011

DCCC Virgin Islands event hosted by Congresswoman Donna Christian-Christensen

Raised: $55,000

This was our first event hosted by Congresswoman Christian-Christensen and our first event in the Virgin Islands.  It was a reception style brunch at the home of Leslie Maxwell and Rob Sckalor.  All contributions were raised by the Congresswoman as well as Marjorie Roberts, who is a local attorney and is involved politically.  Price points were $1,500/person, $2,500/person, $5,000/couple and $10,000/couple.  There were approximately 25 brunch attendees.

October 15, 2011

DCCC Puerto Rico Receptions hosted by Congressman Pedro Pierluisi

Raised: $90,000

This is the second year Congressman Pedro Pierluisi has hosted these events with Leader Pelosi in San Juan.  This was a VIP reception at the Congressman’s home followed by a general reception at the home of Mary Helen Morrow.  Last cycle, these events raised a total of $150K for the DCCC.   This trip’s goal was $100K because Chairman Israel took a trip to San Juan with Congressman Pierluisi earlier this year for a reception that raised $50K.  The October trip with Leader Pelosi brought in the remaining $100K that Pierluisi pledged to raise.  Price points for the VIP reception were $10,000/couple and $30,800/couple.  Price points for the general reception were $500/person, $1,000/person and $2,000/couple.  Congressman Pierluisi indicated that he would not do this event for the DCCC next year as it will be a challenging re-election for him.  
November 16

DCCC dinner hosted by Norman Estes

Raised: $50,000

This was a DCCC dinner in Washington, DC hosted by Norman Estes.  Norman usually commits to raising about $150K - $200K for the DCCC per year.  This commitment is generally secured through a one-on-one meeting with Leader Pelosi and Norman at the beginning of the year.  He fulfills this commitment by hosting a few events in Washington, DC or California.   This was the second event he hosted in 2011.  There were approximately 20 attendees and no specific price points.  This event is usually very easy for you because Norman and his political director, Brandon, do all of the raising.  Much of the money raised through this event is from the PAC community.  Although there are definitely some large personal checks that can be raised from their network – including Norman.

[Quarter 1]
January 14, 2012

DCCC Finance Breakfast with Congressman Silvestre Reyes with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $10,000

This event was a breakfast hosted by Congressman Reyes with Leader Pelosi, scheduled around previously scheduled trip to El Paso. The Congressman targeted five couples to contribute $10,000 each, but only one of the couples contributed. Congressman Reyes raised PAC and tribe checks to try to make up the difference. 
NOTE: Congressman Reyes lost a primary to Congressman-elect Beto O’Rourke so any events in El Paso will need to be restructured with the new member’s staff. Please see new member section for more details.
January 15, 2012

DCCC Reception hosted by Melanie and the Honorable Ben Barnes at the home of Lynn and Tom Meredith with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $120,000

This event was a reception scheduled immediately following Travis County Democratic Party's Johnson-Bentsen- Richards Dinner Honoring Ben Barnes featuring
[FYI/Official] Sunday, January 15, 2012 5:30pm – 9:00pm 

January 18, 2012

DCCC Dinner hosted by President Leo Gerard with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $200,000 (*in November 2011)
This event was a dinner with USW President Leo Gerard and Walter Umphrey. This dinner was originally scheduled in November 2011 but President Gerard had to cancel because he had the flu. The contributions had already been raised at the time so they were given in November and the dinner was held in January.
These contributions are raised by Walter Umphrey and President Gerard. This ask should be made by Leader Pelosi. The event typically happens once a cycle, not once a year, though that could be revisited.

February 18, 2012
San Antonio Luncheon hosted by Congressman Charlie Gonzalez and State Representative Joaquin Castro, (candidate TX-20) with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: Approximately $80,000
This event was a lunch with Leader Pelosi hosted by Congressman Gonzalez and then-State Representative Joaquin Castro, candidate for the retiring Congressman Gonzalez seat. Congressman Gonzalez had announced his retirement in the Fall and Mr. Castro had recently agreed to raise for the DCCC through his Majority Maker commitment. The event was pitched to  donors as a hand-off from Gonzalez to Castro. For 2013, we should ask that Congressman-elect Castro host something during this weekend so we can continue this successful swing. Congressman-elect Castro is a very strong fundraiser but San Antonio does not have a long list of high-dollar contributors so Team South will need to work with them creatively to broaden the raise potential for this event. The increase raise of 2012 is largely to Castro’s credit. 

Ticket prices were $1,000/person, $2,500/person, $5,000/person, $10,000/person and $30,400/person.  Just over twenty people were RSVPed for this lunch but over 30 were seated. Accuracy of RSVPs will need to be stressed for 2013.  Gonzalez raised a few PAC checks for this event and Castro will likely reach out to a few PACs as well through this event. The raise ask for this event should be $100,000 and grown with prospecting, PAC$, etc. 

Laredo Reception hosted by Congressman Henry Cuellar with Leader Nancy Pelosi
February 18, 2012

Raised: Approximately $85,000

This event was a reception with Leader Pelosi hosted by Congressman Henry Cuellar.  This is an annual event that is done with Leader Pelosi on the same weekend as the Laredo George Washington Birthday Celebration.  In the past a separate VIP reception was scheduled but in both 2011 & 2012 they were later combined as one event. This should be revisited as very few give at the higher level for this event – setting one event from the beginning should be suggested. 
Approximately 40 people the attended the reception.  This event should raise between $90,000 and $100,000 – the ask should always be $100,000 raise. In 2012, a few larger commits fell through and Mr. Cuellar was unable to secure additional donations after the event. He raised later in the year through a Houston event and gave additional member dues. (See Q3 Events) However, bringing this event back to $100,000 should be priority. 

Ticket prices were $1,000/person, $5,000/person, $10,000/person and $30,400/person.  Congressman Cuellar was responsible for raising all contributions for this event.  Cuellar will also raise a few PAC checks for this event. 
February 19, 2012
Houston Dinner hosted by Amber and Steve Mostyn with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $200,000
Amber and Steve Mostyn are close, loyal friends of Leader Pelosi and are our biggest raisers in Houston.  This was an annual dinner with Leader Pelosi hosted by Amber and Steve at their home.  In the past few cycles, they have hosted at least one, sometimes two events a year at their home in Houston.  Steve Mostyn raises most of the money for these events, but you should not leave everything up to him.  There is a lot of money in Houston, so you should go about raising like you would in a city without a good raiser/host. In the past, Steve has usually come through at the very end with some big commitments that will bump up the numbers significantly. However in 2012, we raised a majority of the large checks in January toward the event from the many loyal, annual donors who have given through this event in the past. 
 Price points for the event were $1,000/person, $2,500/per person, $5,000/couple, $10,000/couple and $30,800/couple.  Steve and Amber usually both contribute max-out checks for their event, so that is something to ask for and factor in to your plan. 
Note: Steve and Dave Matthiesen, a past host/raiser in Houston, are not on great terms – Dave will likely not attend Steve’s event and vice versa.  

[Quarter 2]
April 13, 2012
Santa Monica Reception hosted by Members of AAJ with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $200,000

This is an annual DCCC event that is hosted by members of the trial attorney community. Linda Lipsen, who is CEO of the American Association for Justice, usually organizes the event around AAJ’s annual conferences.  For this reason, the location varies and money comes in from around the country.  This is another event that is easy for team South as Linda and AAJ’s executive board does all of the fundraising.  You will work with Jillian Cooney, who works directly for Linda Lipsen.  Jillian is great to work with and will be your contact throughout the planning and execution of the event. Jillian.cooney@justice.org or (202) 944-2821.

For this event, Lisa Blue Baron took a lead in the AAJ Board raising and targeted large, max-out contributions, rather than building the event from a large number of smaller contributions. This should continue to be the initial plan moving forward. That said, please note that for the 2012-13 AAJ term, Mary Alice McLarty and Lisa Blue Baron will be the best raisers on the AAJ board and are both from Dallas. This will cause overlap issues in Dallas with Marc Stanley and Congressman-elect Marc Veasey. 
April 30, 2012
Dallas Dinner hosted by Marc Stanley, Lisa Blue Baron and Veronica Roth and Dick Sayles
Raised: $200,000
This was the annual Dallas dinner with Leader Pelosi hosted by Marc and Wendy Stanley. The Stanley’s event historically is pretty similar to the Houston event hosted by Steve Mostyn.  Marc will do a lot of the fundraising, but you still need to be very involved, call through lists, send NP emails, etc.  Most of the money raised for this event is from the trial attorney community.  

This year, Marc asked Veronica Roth and Dick Sayles to host the event at their home and asked Lisa Blue Baron to add her name to the invite. Marc wanted to expand his network because of his commitments to the President’s re-election campaign and role at NJDC. The Sayles were very involved and effective at raising – they should stay involved in this event or others. Marc will also want the Leader to make a few calls for this event.
Price points for this event were $5,000/person, $10,000/couple, $25,000/couple and $30,800/couple.  There were about 30 attendees at this event.  Marc expressed interest in doing his next event during Q2 of 2013 – we should encourage him to do this as it will be important for him to get his Dallas money early before the DNC or any overlap issues arise.  

May 1, 2012

Las Vegas Lunch hosted by Hon. Dina Titus, candidate NV-1, with Leader Nancy Pelosi

Raised: $75,000

This event was a lunch in Las Vegas with former Congresswoman, candidate and now Congresswoman-elect Dina Titus. This event was part of her Majority Maker commitment.  Congresswoman Titus has a great raising network in Las Vegas but the Vegas donor base was in great demand this cycle so this could be even higher raise potential without a tense senate bid. Congresswoman Titus and her fundraiser, Mike Naft, who has been with Titus for almost 10 years, did a great deal of the fundraising for this event. You will need to offer good prospecting research, etc to expand their reach.
Price points for this event were $5,000/friend, $10,000/PAC, $15,000/host and $30,800/SPC.  There about 25 people at the lunch. Only about 3 contributions were PAC checks. 
May 24, 2012

Birmingham Reception & Lunch hosted by Congresswoman Sewell with Whip Steny Hoyer

Raised: $30,000

This event was a reception and lunch hosted by Congresswoman Terri Sewell with Whip Steny Hoyer. This event was replicated from a 2010 event that then-Candidate Sewell hosted with Mr. Hoyer. The goal for this event was $50,000 and it was a big struggle to get to $30,000 in the end. The contributions are all raised by Congresswoman Sewell but there are few larger checks in her donor base and she was not able to secure any contributions over $5,000 for the event.  

If this event happens again, I would suggest ensuring call time is more structured and possibly that the principal attending helps with larger asks. Additionally, the reception and lunch structure was not worthwhile and costly. I suggest only doing a reception as the raise goal will not really justify the cost of a lunch. The event needs to be higher overall to be worth the trip but Congresswoman Sewell is willing to make the calls and work to bring it up.

July 10, 2012
Washington, DC Dinner hosted by Norman Estes with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $90,000

This was a DCCC breakfast in Washington, DC hosted by Norman Estes.  Norman usually commits to raising about $150K - $200K for the DCCC each year.  This commitment is generally secured through a one-on-one meeting with Leader Pelosi and Norman at the beginning of the year.  He fulfills this commitment by hosting a few events in Washington, DC or California.   This was the first event he hosted in 2012.  There were approximately 20 attendees and no specific price points.  This event is very easy because Norman and his political director, Brandon, do all of the raising.  Much of the money raised through this event is from the PAC community, although Norman will typically write mid-range to high-dollar checks and this year they raise much more personal money than past years.

The 2nd was canceled because of an emergency board meeting and the 3rd because Norman’s uncle passed away. Nonetheless, attendance at these events is sometimes a struggle so the need for multiple events should be revisited. 

August 4, 2012
DCCC Puerto Rico Reception hosted by Congressman Pedro Pierluisi

Raised: $90,000

This is the third year Congressman Pedro Pierluisi has hosted these events with Leader Pelosi in San Juan. This was originally scheduled as a VIP reception at the Congressman’s home followed by a general reception at the home of Cary Pierluisi and Andy Guillemard (Congressman’s sister and brother-in-law). The VIP was canceled because they only one or two guests giving at that level. This should be noted if a tiered event is suggested again next year. In the 2010, the events raised a total of $150K for the DCCC and in 2011, there were events in February and October that raised $50K and $90K respectively. In 2012, the event raise goal was $100K because Andy Guillemard was on the Obama Finance Committee and raised a large amount from their donor base for the President’s re-elect. That said, Andy is key to raising large checks in Puerto Rico and you should push for him to be involved as much as possible. The ask should be to return to $150K raise – without the President’s re-elect involved, this should be very doable. 
August 5, 2012
Ft. Lauderdale Brunch hosted by Ben Lap and Congressman Ted Deutch with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $100,000 
This was a brunch reception hosted by Congressman Ted Deutch at the home of Ben Lap with Leader Pelosi. Ben Lap provided all of the event set-up and cost but did not make a contribution and does not have a large capacity to give. Congressman Deutch is a great fundraiser but does not like to overpromise and takes some encouragement to get rolling on events. The event was late in the cycle because of the lengthy court battle over the Florida redistricting maps. This did injure the event because the President’s reelection campaign and the DNC raised a large number of max-out checks in South Florida and it was a seasonally disadvantageous time. 

Congressman Deutch will be dedicated to his raise commitment so make sure the agreement is no less than $100K. 
The contact in Congressman Deutch’s office is his COS, Josh Rogin, who will be involved in the scheduling and raise commit. 
NOTE: Felicia Goldstein worked for Congressman Deutch until the end of the cycle and is now working for Congresswoman-elect Lois Frankel.

September 15, 2012
Houston Dinner hosted by Kemal Oksuz and Congressman Henry Cuellar with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $100,000

This was a dinner hosted by Kemal Oksuz and Congressman Henry Cuellar with Leader Pelosi at Kemal’s home in Houston. Kemal is the president of Turquoise Council of Americans and Eurasians and is very involved in the Turkish-American community. In 2012, Kemal raised $100K from his business network but none of the contributors attended. The dinner attendees were all representatives of other Turkish-American groups or related issues, nearby countries. 
Congressman Cuellar solicited Kemal to host this event and should be very involved in any future events with Kemal. Kemal can be a difficult host to work with but has a very strong relationship with Congressman Cuellar. Kemal will want Congressman Cuellar to receive credit for anything he raises so you should lean on Congressman Cuellar to work with Kemal – especially, Congressman Cuellar’s fundraiser: Evan Hicks. (Evan was a fundraiser in Texas until he moved to DC to do PAC raising for Mr. Cuellar last year.)

September 16, 2012
Houston Reception hosted by Carrin Patman with Leader Nancy Pelosi
Raised: $30,000

This was a reception hosted by Carrin Patman with Leader Pelosi at Carrin’s home in Houston. Carrin hosted this event as a way to fulfill her commitment to the Leader (met in Houston in April 2012) as her federal max was committed to the DNC. She asked other women to co-host but did not call it a “womens reception” to keep attendance open. She has a phenomenal network of women with large capacity to give, including Phyllis Cohen, and has a large capacity to raise. She should meet with the Leader as early in the cycle as possible and be asked to join Speaker’s Cabinet and raise for the DCCC. Carrin is a great prospective raiser for the DCCC and we should try to develop an annual event with her. 
[Quarter 4]
October 25, 2012
Dallas Coffee Reception hosted by Mary Alice McLarty, Lisa Blue Baron and Candidate Marc Veasey (TX-33) with Whip Steny Hoyer
Raised: $20,000
This was a DCCC event with Whip Steny Hoyer in Dallas in late October. Despite a great deal of donor fatigue and max-outs, he was eager to put something together for the DCCC. He was only able to raise about $20K but quickly engaged Mary Alice McLarty and Lisa Blue Baron to host the event – both very strong raisers and AAJ Leadership. Additionally, he has strong relationships with Lynda and Art Brender, Jesse Ferrer and many of our strong Dallas donors. Congressman Veasey should be asked to raise $100K in 2013 but you will need to track the overlap in the Dallas-Ft. Worth donor base carefully between our raisers in the area. 
Active House Members:
Not all members are helpful raisers for the DCCC and their level of involvement varies greatly. However, all members must be invited and/or notified of events in and around their district (unless directed otherwise). Make sure to keep track of all correspondence you have with their office and staff. All members attending events should receive their own event briefing; this is generally a less detailed version of Leader Pelosi or Chairman Israel’s briefings.

Alabama:

Terri Sewell (AL-07)
Terri Sewell should do an event for the DCCC in Q2 2012.  She did a DCCC event with Steny Hoyer that raised $50K in October 2010 before she was elected.  She has the capacity to put together a successful DCCC event, but had a tough year getting her campaign off the ground in 2011.  She committed to doing something in Q2 2012.  I am unsure if NP or Hoyer will be a bigger draw in 2012, but regardless, they should be able to raise $75K - $100K through an event in Birmingham.  You will likely have to ask NP to approach Sewell on the floor to make this ask. Sewell’s fundraiser is Emma Tolbert: eltolbert@gmail.com. 

Georgia:

Congressman John Lewis (GA-05)
Congressman Lewis has historically been helpful to the DCCC, but was illusive during 2011.  There was an Atlanta event, hosted by Lewis, on the books for Q4 2011 that was canceled due to the rescheduled MKL weekend in DC.  You will need to have NP make a hard ask of Lewis on the floor for him to agree to hosting an event.  Something else to note, is that Congressman Cedric Richmond has requested to use Lewis as a surrogate for a 2012 event in New Orleans.  Richmond committed to raising $50K for the event.  This should be considered when you are planning to make an ask of Lewis.  Also good to note – Lewis’ wife was in the hospital in September/October of 2011. Florida:

Congresswoman Corrine Brown (FL-03)
Congresswoman Brown hosts annual Orlando events for the DCCC and has historically raised around $200K for the DCCC through each event.  In 2011, her event (which was combined with Castor’s event) was a huge flop, barely raising $50K.  I would not trust her to do another huge event for the DCCC in 2012, though it’s worth having a conversation with her Chief of Staff, Ronnie: (202) 225-0123 or Ronsimmon@aol.com. 
Congresswoman Kathy Castor (FL-11)
Congresswoman Castor hosts annual Orlando events for the DCCC and has historically raised around $100K for the DCCC through her events.  She only raised about $7K through the DCCC Orlando event that was combined with Corrine Brown’s event.  She also committed to doing an event in Tampa with Chairman Israel in 2011, which ended up raising about $15K in PAC money, and nothing else.  Similar to Corrine Brown, I would not trust her hosting a large event in 2012, though it is worth having NP or SJI approaching her on the floor to inquire. Congressman Ted Deutch (FL-19)
As noted in the introduction, Congressman Deutch is our best bet in 2012 to compete with the DNC in South Florida.  He hosted a very successful DCCC event in 2011 that raised $140K.  His staff is wonderful and very helpful. You will be working with Josh Rogin, his COS, and Felicia Goldstein, his fundraiser in FL. They will be very realistic with you about what Deutch is/isn’t comfortable with doing in the way of hosting/making asks.  Although he sometimes has difficulty making hard asks, it is a good idea to keep Deutch engaged with finance meetings in Florida throughout the year.   This benefits him as well since he is still working to build his own network in Florida.  Deutch can also be helpful calling and making hard asks of individuals and Florida Tribes. He will be hosting is Q1 Florida event for the DCCC in 2012 and this goal should be around $150K.  He will take some encouraging, but is a good fundraiser. Louisiana:

Congressman Cedric Richmond (LA–02)
Congressman Richmond has the capacity to host an event for the DCCC in New Orleans in 2012.   According to Richmond, he can raise $100K through an event with Leader Pelosi or $50K through an event with John Lewis.  Recently, Richmond expressed interest in hosting a NOLA event in Q1 2012 with John Lewis – the goal will be $50K. Randy Broz is his fundraiser, and will be your contact for this event. Congressman Pedro Pierluisi

Congressman Pierluisi has the capacity to raise between $100K and $200K for the DCCC from Puerto Rico.  The past two years he has hosted DCCC events resulting in about $150K a year.  Pierluisi indicated that he would not be able to host an event in 2012 due to his re-election. You should definitely have Leader Pelosi make another ask in 2012 – she might be able to convince him to host again. His COS, Carmen Feliciano, is great to work with. Congressman James Clyburn (SC-06) 

Congressman Clyburn has not historically raised much for the DCCC from South Carolina.  He primarily raises money from the DC PAC community; therefore, team DC works with him more than South. Evan Hicks is his fundraiser, previously based in Texas until he moved to DC to do PAC raising for Mr. Cuellar last year.

We should continue to use her in the Muslim community in Houston.  That is where she seems to thrive. There is a strong chance that Allen West runs in this seat again and that Congressman Murphy has a race to deal with this cycle – so tread lightly when making asks. Despite his competitive race, Congressman Murphy did a lot to raise for the DCCC and his father gave a max-out check in 2011. This ask specifically should be made delicately in the future – this is not a guaranteed repeat contribution. 
That said, Congressman Murphy is a strong fundraiser and should be able to do something for the DCCC in the off-year. The South Florida area will always have a lot of overlap so work with them to navigate and target their asks well.
